Evidence of Immunity
COVID-19
· Vaccination is no longer mandatory; however, all people working in healthcare are strongly recommended to be vaccinated and remain up to date with their COVID-19 vaccinations.
Influenza 

· You are considered protected if you have had your annual influenza vaccination to cover the current circulating influenza viruses. 
Pertussis (whooping cough)/ Diphtheria/ Tetanus

· You are considered protected if you have had a booster dose of diphtheria/tetanus/pertussis toxoid-containing vaccine (dTpa) in the last 10years.  

· If you are unsure, you need a booster as there is no reliable blood test to check immunity.

Measles

· Documented evidence of 2 doses of MMR vaccine or serological evidence (≥16.5). 
· Those born prior to 1966 are considered immune
· If you have not sure or have only received one dose you need to be vaccinated. 
Varicella (Chicken Pox)

· You are considered immune if you had Chicken Pox, serological evidence is required
· If you a negative or unsure, you should be vaccinated with 2 doses of the varicella vaccine, 4 - 6 weeks apart.
Hepatitis B

· You are considered protected if you have documented evidence of a post-vaccination serological screening result showing adequate anti-HBs antibodies (≥10mlU/mL) or serological evidence of a previous resolved infection.

Tuberculosis (TB)

The Bacillus Calmette-Guerin (BCG) vaccine is not recommended for HCW in Victoria.  Please seek advice from Infection Prevention & Control if you are a transplant recipient, on TNF-α inhibitors, or undergoing chemotherapy. Screening is required for all HCW born or resided in a country with high incidence of TB including Asia, Africa, Central America, Oceania and Eastern Europe AND at high risk of recent infection.                                   

If unsure, please call Infection Prevention & Control.
South Gippsland Hospital is able to offer free vaccination(s) to any employee if you are employed in an area considered high risk for that disease. For all other employees, vaccines are subsidised and available through Infection Prevention & Control Department.
Any vaccines given are recorded on the Australian Immunisation Record (AIR). 
By consenting to vaccination, you are also consenting to SGH accessing your AIR.
Participation in the Staff Health Immunisation Program

As outlined in the Staff Immunisation Policy, all employees are required to demonstrate their immune status to vaccine preventable diseases. If you decline to participate you may pose a potential risk of infecting patients and other staff.  Infection Prevention & Control are available to provide information. Your Manager and the Director of Nursing may request a meeting with you to discuss a potential redeployment plan.
